PROGRAMME DEFINITION

MATILDA is a two-year International Master’s
degree programme in Women's and Gender History.
Set up as part of the Erasmus scheme with funding
from the European Commission, DG Education and
Culture, MATILDA offers students the opportunity
to study with leading gender historians and to
experience a vibrant, stimulating international
university environment.

MATILDA supports integrative perspectives
which go beyond local, regional and national
history and put women’s and gender history as
well as European history in a broader context.
MATILDA aims to investigate the role of gender
in shaping European history and welcomes
approaches which explore how place, social
position, ethnicity, age, religion and other categories
have shaped the history of women and gender.

The MATILDA curricula at the partner
universities include courses in core subjects in
women’s and gender history (theory, methodology,
and research skills). Thematic foci, ranging from
mediaeval ongoing to contemporary history,
include the gendered history of: education; work;
family and the life course; migrations; political
systems; nationalism, post/colonialism, post/
socialism; social movements; feminisms; science;
masculinity.

APPLICATION & REQUIREMENTS

MATILDA students can expect to study in
at least two different countries over the course
of four semesters. MATILDA supports language
acquisition as part of the curriculum. The use of the
European Credit Transfer System and the Diploma
Certificate ensure the programme’s transparency
and comparability.

Prospective students apply to the partner
university where they wish to enroll (see partner
institutions).
